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Former YOSA Music Director Conducts 
Symphony Orchestra, Shares Experiences 
of YOSA’s First International Tour

YOSA welcomes back Terence Frazor as the Symphony Orchestra’s 

Interim Conductor. Mr. Frazor was Music Director for YOSA from 1984 

to 1992 and led the orchestra on its first international tour in 1985 to 

Romania, Hungary and Austria. In 1989, Mr. Frazor led the orchestra 

on their second international tour to Poland, Hungary and Austria.    

 “Taking my orchestra to perform at world-class halls was an 

amazing, indescribable feeling,” Frazor said.

 On the first tour, the orchestra performed eight concerts over 

15-days.

 “Performing in different countries on our tour was not only about 

our orchestra sharing music, it was also about exposing our orchestra 

to different audiences.”

 During the second tour, Mr. Frazor took the orchestra on a tour of 

the German concentration camp, Auschwitz, an experience he said 

was unforgettable to each of his students.

 “One of the most memorable parts of my tour was our visit to 

Auschwitz, the largest German concentration camp in the world,” 

Frazor said. “We played in Czestochowa, Poland which is on the 

border of Germany. I knew I couldn’t miss the opportunity to visit 

Auschwitz with the orchestra since this may be the only time most of 

my students visit. Our visit was a moving experience for all of us; one 

was the most memorable experience of the trip.”

 “During our second international tour, we performed Copland’s Billy 

the Kid Suite. For most Europeans, this was the first time they had 

heard that piece. But the most exposure was from our musicians, 

being exposed to different cultures. The students were very impressed 

to see how well they were treated by the audience and I was 

impressed by how our students responded to being in amazingly 

beautiful concert halls.” 

  “The orchestra just sounded so much better in the wonderfully 

acoustic concert halls,” Frazor said. In the ’89 tour, our first concert 

was in Warsaw and we played Beethoven’s Emperor Concerto.  The 

hall was made mostly of solid wood and had the most amazing 

acoustic. When I gave the first forte cord which opened the concerto, 

it was electrifying because the orchestra heard themselves in a really 

good acoustic. Everybody in the orchestra sat up straighter and it was 

an amazing moment I will never forget. 

 Twenty four years after the first international tour, Mr. Frazor said he 

still runs into his former students who share their experiences on the 

tour. 

 “They will remind me of a funny anecdote or something that was 

odd or memorable,” Frazor said. “I know that the Philharmonic and 

Symphony Orchestra students who go to China will make long-lasting 

memories that they’ll be talking about for years to come.”

 Youth Orchestras of San Antonio’s first Music Learning Center was 

launched on September 14. Over 140 students from the City’s West Side will 

participate in the program this season.  

 YOSA's new Music Learning Center is a free after-school program 

offering free loaned instruments and music instruction in violin and cello to 

disadvantaged students on the City's West Side. With minimal music 

programs in their schools, this program gives an opportunity for those 

students to also benefit from a comprehensive music program.

 The Music Learning Center is located at the Good Samaritan Community 

Services Center and serves grades K-7 three days out of the week. Directed 

by Maggie Raveneau, YOSA’s new program allows for full orchestra immersion 

and will eventually be held five days out of the week.

 Last season, YOSA piloted the Music Learning Center program and was 

able to reach over 90 children. Most students came from SAISD schools 

including King, Carvajal and Brewer Elementary on the City’s West Side. 

 This season alone, YOSA has purchased 89 additional new violins for 

members of the Music Learning Center.
